1. Call to order (5:16PM)

2. Standing Business

2.1. Motion to adopt the minutes from November 9th, 2012.
Motioned by: L.Lix. Seconded by: A.Mehta. All in Favor. Motion passed. 

3. New Business
3.1. Mr. Pharmacist Pageant Update (L. Liang) 

· participants from second year who did not make the Friday, November 16th Mr Pharmacist Deadline will still be able to compete  

· first year class has not been shown the video because K.Sheng was unable to play the video in class 

· NOTE: there will be NO contestant date auctions

· due to the liquor license restrictions, CAPSI will not be able to sell the tickets “at the door” and will have to sell tickets “near the door” 

· Mr Pharmacist has a new sponsor: UBC Radio (CiTR)

· UBC Radio will be providing free rentals for the microphones and mixer – total of 2 MCs will be able to go on stage at the same time

· UBC Radio has offered to do a public announcement to promote Mr Pharmacist and HSSA will help CAPSI promote Mr Pharmacist on their Facebook and website

· a floor plan of the SUB Ballroom for Mr Pharmacist has been drafted, L.Liang will send information out to the rest of the council sometime this week 

· Mr Pharmacist is slated to start 6:30pm to 7pm (due to liquor license) to 10:45pm

· set-up will start at 4pm, S.Huynh will be in charge of set-up until L.Liang arrives after 5pm

· Kappa Psi will be serving “refreshments” and snacks 

· Kappa Psi members will be able to purchase tickets for $5 and 3 Kappa Psi members (refreshment servers) will be allowed to enter free of charge 

· Laura, from Kappa Psi, will have to pay for Mr Pharmacist ticket cost upfront and she may sell the tickets to Kappa Psi members on her own 

· ideas for an after-party at the Pit, but we have no DJ – L.Liang will talk to Andrew and see if he would be willing to stay to DJ at the PIT

· people are complaining that there are too many first year contestants and not enough representation for 2,3,and 4th years; the remaining two positions opened for contestants will be opened only to 2nd – 4th year students on a first come first signup basis

· L.Liang will call all contestants to confirm they have received the Mr Pharmacist Contestant package

IDEAS to increase ticket sales for Mr Pharmacist

· past week ticket sales have been poor

· put a CAPSI banner on the table so people know where to go buy tickets

· let people know that there are tons of prizes to be won – let people know what type of prizes as well 

· incentive for contestants to help promote Mr Pharmacist ticket sales: contestants in the year with the highest percentage of participants coming to the event will be awarded 5 points 
  

3.2. CAPSI-LKS Book Sale Wrap-Up (A. Le)

· received profits from first-round CAPSI-LKS Book Sale: total profit of $751.49 

BOOK SALE IDEAS: Should we collaborate with LKS next year?

· no competition between LKS and CAPSI, each group sell separate books

· 2012/2013 book sale collaboration with LKS, profits from CPhA book sales were split 50/50 with LKS because LKS paid for the cost/fees to use the PAYPAL – profits made from LKS booksale (eg: DIH, Rx Files) were not shared with CAPSI 

· cost and benefit analysis should be done; how much does a PAYPAL account and fee per transaction cost vs full profits from booksales

· 50% cut is a bit too much; V.Hu will look into the AMS Online Payment System 

· if we were to do our own booksales, online payment is preferred because we don’t have to worry about collecting payment for the books and don’t need to set up a booth for booksales

· if CAPSI decides to do their own booksale, CPhA can help us promote/advertise 

· CAPSI should “plan” or be prepared to have a second round book sales for next year (2013/2014)

· organization of booksales should be assigned as a role under a council member’s portfolio – like the Sr Rep and the Fundraiser 

· ALL professors need to be contacted and made aware that CAPSI will be selling books so books won’t be ordered via the UBC Bookstore (to be done next TERM)

· there are concerns as to how CAPSI will be making the payment for the books since 2012/2013 book order costs were $45 000 

· BOOKSALE COLLABORATION: leave decision for next week, Stephen will be talking to president of the LKS (elections will end of this month) 

· if CAPSI were to do the booksales alone, people will need to go buy books from two different orders
  

3.3. CAPSI Symposium Wrap-Up (S. Huynh)

· great turn out, way more people showed up for the event than there were people who RSVP to the Facebook event:150 people turned out vs 80 people who RSVP

· positive feedback from everyone; a group of students stayed behind to talk to Larry and Jason

· people wanted to know more about their business model – would be nice to give the audience a small flavour of what they are all about

· people should be allowed to take only one slice at the beginning and people who RSVP should be allowed to get their food first
