1. Call to order (5:07PM)

2. Standing Business

2.1. Motion to adopt the minutes from October 26th, 2012 and the AGM (Nov 2nd, 2012)
Motioned by: I. Rajani. Seconded by S.Peterson. All in favor. Motion Passed. 

3. New Business
3.1. IPSF Health Campaign Update (J. Tran) 

· three main initiatives for IPSF Health Campaign during week of November 5th: TB information booth in the Woodward Concourse, IPSF Tuberculosis Talk on Wednesday November 7th, and in-class TB quiz

· TB Information Booth in the Woodward Concourse was pretty slow because by the time the booth was set up, everyone has already left for lunch  

· IPSF Tuberculosis Talk by Dr Patrick Tang from BCCDC went really well, received lots of positive feedback from students

· In-class quiz went well, but the lowest quiz response were from 3rd year students (1st and 2nd year students had the highest response)

· nothing else have been planned to raise awareness for TB for the rest of this year 

Feedback - how to improve rate of quiz response from students: 

· get people to stay after class and/or pass the quiz to the aisle so year-reps can collect the quiz 

· write the prize (for answering the quiz correctly) on the quiz questionnaire paper so people will be motivated to answer the question 

· can provide a link for students to answer the questionnaire online, but there may be a possibility that people might not remember to do it 

· can ask groups of students to have one person bring up their forms all at once

· can try leaving questionnaires beside class notes so that people will pick them up
 

3.2. Mr. Pharmacist Pageant Update (L. Liang) 

· recruitment of contestants is the main focus for the weeks leading up to Mr Pharmacist on November 23rd 

· only 4 contestants have been confirmed (2 from 1st year and 2 from 3rd year), still looking for contestants from 2nd and 4th year 

· L.Liang will be sending Year Reps the Mr Pharmacist Contestant Googledoc
· deadline for contestant to sign up for the pageant is on November 16th 

· tickets for Mr Pharmacist will go on sale starting Wednesday November 14th to November 23rd, a booth will be held on the main level concourse from 12pm to 1pm

· cost of tickets will be $5/member and $8/non-member, and $12 at the door for both non-members and members

· L.Liang will send out instructions on how to document ticket sales next week; this year, “bonus points” will be given to contestants depending on the total number of students attending from their specific year

· Mr Pharmacist program overview: contestants will do a catwalk (20min), followed by a talent show (5 minutes for set-up and display) and question and answer period, and end up with the last testimonial (why should you be Mr Pharmacist 2012?; 1min each) 

· questions will be generated by the Mr Pharmacist Committee, CAPSI Council, and anyone who would like to submit questions 

· Stephen, Lisa, and Katie will be the MCs for the event 

· 2-3 individuals from Kappa Psi will help with the bartending and will be allowed to attended Mr Pharmacist free of charge; other Kappa Psi members will pay regular price

· They will stop serving alcohol at 10pm, at which time people will have 1 hour to finish their drinks before they must be taken away

· Additional AV Rental: cost to rent one speaker and one mixer from UBC Radio is approximately $25
 

3.3. CAPSI AGM and Awards Ceremony Wrap-Up (A. Le)

· turnout was poor because another lecture was happening at the same time in PHRM 1101

FEEDBACK:

· people were not interested to hear updates from every council member

· AGM did not go as smoothly as planned (tech problems, etc), could be more organized 

· Need to clean up more thoroughly


3.4. PDW Fundraiser: Gala Roses and Coat Check Update (A. Metha) 

· Gala Rose and Coat Check Fundraiser was fairly successful, fundraiser made a total profit of ~$250

· > $200 made from coat check, ~$50 made from rose sales

· in general, Gala had a fairly low attendance 

FEEDBACK:

· increase the cost of roses to $3/rose and include “friendship” flowers for next year’s Gala

· organize and advertise the rose sales earlier (at least two weeks prior to Gala) to encourage higher number of sales

· a lot of people did not know where the coat check was located, for next year’s Gala be prepared to print signs to guide people to the coat check area


3.5. Canadian Liver Foundation Invitation to Health Forum (I. Rajani) 

· Canadian Liver Foundation would like to hold Health Forum during Liver Awareness month in March 

· event will be held on March 11th from late morning to early evening in the SUB, booths for participants will be set-up throughout the day in the main concourse

· SUB Ballroom /AMS rooms will be booked for speakers/presenters; confirmed speakers include hepatologists, doctors/clinicians, researchers, and different Health Science Associations 

· invitation has been extended to CAPSI and PhUS to take part in the Health Forum either via a booth and/or as a speaker

· opportunity to either collaborate with PhUS or CAPSI and PhUS can have independent booths

· topics should be pharmacy related, some sample topics include: liver toxicity related celebrity deaths (eg: Amy Winehouse), how different drugs can cause liver toxicity, drug-alcohol contraindications, acetaminophen limit 

Comments and Ideas:

· would be good to have CAPSI involvement, but should advertise booth as CAPSI-PhUS and not just “UBC Pharmacy”

· since the event is right after PAW, we can use PAW volunteers to help with this event

3.6. CAPSI Symposium Update (S. Huynh)

· CAPSI Symposium will take place next Friday, November 16th, a powerpoint presentation will be presented by Larry Leung and Jason Min

· speakers will talk about implementation of clinical services in the community setting
