2. Standing Business 
2.1. Motion to adopt the minutes from Nov 1, 2013.

3. New Business
3.1. CAPSI Meetings (S. Huynh)

· Kelly emailed the document containing the CAPSI Spending and Revenues.
· Year Reps: Fill out the document to make a note of how much was spent for each competition.

3.4. PDW Second Round Registration (S. Huynh)

· Originally planned to have the 2nd round registration with an online application, but there is still a lot of seats available ( Not a lot of the east coast schools want to invest to fly over since it is very expensive (even for the competition winners). 

· Seats for 2nd round: still a lot

· Saskatchewan, Alberta, Manitoba and UBC all have a lot of PDW interests with big waitlists

· Stephen is hoping that between the western schools and UBC, the 2nd round seats will be filled up.

· How the 2nd round registration will work: 

· Shirley emailed all the students and Stephen made Facebook announcements about the details of the procedure

· Tuesday (Nov. 12th) at 8am: PDW planning committee will activate a Google doc. and people will have to fill out this form to be entered to a list. On a daily basis, in the evening, the planning committee will be emailing individuals to get in touch with their local representative to pay their registration fee. 

· Year Reps: 

1) Make announcements as soon as possible. 
2) Let everyone know that the Google doc. will be open on Nov. 12th and they are encouraged to fill this form quickly. 
3) When making the announcement, make sure to mention that just because they signed up, it does not guarantee them a seat. It is just to a way to request for a spot.
· The seat is confirmed to the individual only when they received an email and paid registration fee to CAPSI. 
4) The registration fee can be given to the Year Reps. The Year Reps should then email to Stephen the name of the individual who paid, and then give the cheque to Stephen on Friday. This way Stephen can make a note on the appropriate document. 
· Stephen will be available Tuesday (after class), Wednesday, and Thursday to collect fees.

· Layout was difficult because the check in table was beside the coat check so people could not see where they are lining.

· Suggestion: 

· There was another door for the coat check room at the end of the hall. Maybe open that door next time to give some space between the coat check and the check in area. 

· Get the tickets designed for the coat hangers. 

· Charge a bit more for those who want to store their umbrellas.

· More volunteers needed. 

· Tom will include coat check information in the PDW Fundraising binder for the next PDW Fundraiser.

· Bake Sale Date: Nov. 15th from 12-1pm. 

· Location: Atrium (confirmed by Kelly)

· Ruthdol: Make in class announcement on Nov 14th regarding the bake sale and gingerbread event, and again on Nov 19th for the gingerbread event.
