1. Call to order (12:05pm)
2. Standing Business

2.1. Motion to adopt the minutes from Nov 8, 2013.
· Motioned by: J. Higgins. Seconded by: J.Schina. All in favour. Motion Passed.
3. New Business
3.1. PDW Business (S. Huynh)

· Stephen received a lot of interests from people who wanted to sign up for CAPSI to attend PDW. Those who got their names drawn in the 2nd round, should submit their cheques on Monday at the latest (give the cheques to the Year Reps, Moh or Stephen).
· So far: about 100 delegates from UBC are going to PDW (1st draw: 32, 2nd draw: 67)

· Can still accommodate more attendants so will open up 3rd round draw.
· 3rd Round Draw:

· Date of draw: Nov 18th – 25th 
·  Fee: addition $80 to registration fee ($180) ( People are encouraged to join CAPSI since $80 is the same price as becoming a CAPSI member. Those who are not part of CAPSI yet, can become one and attend PDW if they pay the 3rd round fee. 

· Year Reps: Make announcements about the 3rd round draw once Stephen emails more details. 
· In general: Encourage those interested to participate in the 3rd round draw. 

· Payment: People can pay to the Year Reps (and not directly to Stephen or Moh) and the Year Reps can give it to Stephen during the meeting. 

· People are encouraged to pay within 48 hours

· Deadline to pay: No later than Nov 27th. 

·  4th Years: Those on rotations won’t be back until Nov 22nd. Tina will receive their cheques when they come back, although some have decided to mail their cheques in. 

· PharmaFacts: 

· T-shirt colour had been decided: Bright blue 

· Have not told the delegates that the colour had been decided

· Design: Have CAPSI members (or nonCAPSI members) submit their t-shirt design. Post the designs on the PDW delegates Facebook group so people can vote by liking their favourite design.  

· Stephen has not added the 2nd round drawn delegates onto the Facebook group yet, but will do so soon. 

3.2. CAPSI-CSHP Symposium Wrap-Up (M. Kazem):
· Location/time: Nov. 13th, 5:00-6:30pm.
· Attendants: 100 people RSVP, with 72-80 people that attended.
· Food: Pita Pit food; food ran out quickly. It was more expensive, but CHSP was willing to cover the cost. 
· Speaker: 

· Was happy to see students from various years attending the event, but was a bit disappointed to see some attendants dozing off. 

· Moh was able to pacify the speaker by saying that they were from 1st and 2nd year, so might not have learned the materials to appreciate them in full detail. 

· Content provided was very informative

· Slides: presentation slides will be emailed to the individual upon request. 

· Suggestions: 
· Contact the speakers more ahead of times. Originally had 2 speakers, but the community pharmacist could not come. Mitch and Moh went to community pharmacies to talk to pharmacists about the challenges of community care for patients. ( Moh was appreciative that Paulo Tchen helped to provide a lot of useful information. 
· Feedback:  Do an online survey after the session rather than during the event. Some people have a hard time coming up with feedbacks on the spot. 
· Consider having more than one speaker to give different perspectives, topic allowing

3.3. Community Education Presentations (J. Schina)

· Made a presentation at Holy Cross Regional high school (Surrey) yesterday
· Overall: Good turnout with 20 students. 

· Many attendants were knowledgeable in pharmacy (i.e. they already know about PCAT)
· Jillian discussed about the different pharmacy schools across Canada, which schools have PharmD, who needs PCAT, etc. 

· Issue: Encountered technology issues and could not access the internet ( couldn’t show Lip Dub, and the pharmacy faculty video (to show the pharmacy building and professors). However, Jillian was able to describe some of the things that were on the video clips. 
3.4. Communication (S. Huynh)

· To ensure better communication amongst the council members, make sure to Cc Moh and Stephen when organizing events. 

· Stephen emphasized that when council members need help with their event, they are welcome to ask for help from the council members (especially Moh and Stephen) for support. 
3.5. Mr. Pharmacist Update (G. Ling, K. Lin)

· Location/time: SUB Ballroom on February 7th from 3-11pm. 
· Marine Drive Common blocks: Too small for Mr. Pharmacist, but a good venue for other events in the future. 
· Stephen will include “Mr. Pharmacist Update” on every agenda starting today to check up on any updates. 

· Kappa Psi:

· Gordon will cc CAPSI when he begins to collaborate with Kappa Psi
· Tom suggests getting our own liquor license since we can get more revenue. However, Stephen said that it is better that we don’t. This is because do not want CAPSI to be directly affiliated with liquor and we can collaborate with Kappa Psi (improve interclub relationship). In addition, obtaining liquor license is tedious (must go through the police station, licensing exams, etc), and might be too much to take on since it is so close to exam dates. 

· Planning Committee: Gordon will form one soon. 

· Prize budget: Current budget (from sponsors) only help to cover the cost of the venue. Budget for the prizes will be from sponsors that Gordon finds. 

· DJ: Gordon knows a couple of DJs and will ask if one can come. 

· Make sure that the DJ knows how to set up the AV and that they can come early to set up the equipment (in the likelihood that no one there knows how to set up). 
· Last year: CITR only provided the equipments, so no one knew how to set them up. Had to ask the DJ for help. 

3.6. Health Campaign Update (Jessica Lee)

· Time: After discussion, decided to change the date to the week of the January 20th. 

· Changed from week of Nov. 25th because there might not be enough time to prepare everything. 

· Will have speaker on Monday or Wednesday (prefer to have the speaker on Wednesday).
· So far: 

· Had a Skype meeting on Nov 11th for an hour. 5 people attended (Alysa, Fiona, Tom and Moh, and Jessica).

· There were 3 other people that were interested, but they have not responded. Interests might be piqued after they find out that the health campaign has been rescheduled to next term. 

· Matt will help with the advertisements.

· Outline: 

· Making the quiz for each year-Year Reps will deliver that quiz
· Still have not found a speaker yet, but trying to contact Dr. Julio Montaner, the director of the British Columbia Centre for Excellence in HIV/AIDS( Alysa opened up a Google doc. for speaker suggestions. 
· Kelly brought the poster board for the presentation and left it in the CAPSI locker.
· Informational focus on HIV in the DTES as well as current therapies for HIV and pharmacist involvement in HIV treatment

· Make miniature minions (from Despicable Me), so we can use them as “pin cushions” for the AIDS ribbons. Suggested to give these out at the booth. 

· Jessica made 15 minions so far. She would like more helpers to make more minions. She has a template that she can provide to those interested to make them.
